The People’s Warden:  is the “people’s” warden, thus publicized as the person to contact with complaints,  
problems, concerns, and joys of the congregation.  This person needs to be open and available to all members, a 
good listener, and one who keeps confidence. This person coordinates the Letter of Mutual Expectation annual 
review; bring any complaints, problems, or concerns of the congregation to the attention of the Vicar and the 
Bishop’s Committee;  be the convener and chairperson of the Bishop’s Committee in the absence of the Vicar and 
the Bishop’s Warden; be open to training and orientation by the Diocese.

Community Service and Outreach: Coordinates the sharing of our resources with the greater community through 
our participation plus distribution of funds.  This will involve educating our communicants as to existing needs, how 
we might best share our resources, and encouraging everyone’s involvement.

Evangelism: Coordinates all aspects of how we do Evangelism.  It will include Advertising and other means for  
inviting someone to come and worship, welcoming those who come, and helping them to know we are glad they are 
here.  Including new communicants in the life of our community, the training of our Ushers and Greeters, and  
oversight of the Nursery.   B.C. Member is: Holly Foley 
 
Faith Formation: Coordinates all aspects of our formation programs for both children and adults; including Sunday 
School, Bible Study, Youth Group, Vacation Bible School, and other programs.  B.C. Member is: Stacey Scalf 
 
Fellowship and Parish Life:  Coordinates and implements a program including social and special activities, such as Cof-
fee Hour, social outings, dinners, conferences and retreats.

Grounds Maintenance: Coordinates the maintenance and upkeep of our grounds.  This will involve regular clean-
ing of the premises through clean-up days, mowing the lawn, cutting and clean up of the hillside, clearing around the 
pond, pruning of the fruit trees, etc., that may be done by volunteers, or hired labor where appropriate.
